Remember these keys:

e. HOW


B. Write down a list of FEELING questions to ask your interviewee, and compile a list of people to interview.
II. In your group. 
A. Type up your questions and list of interviewee’s


a. Reviewed by the teacher
B. Select a person in your group that will report the topic and who will shoot. You also need to choose your PA’s.  
C. Make an appointment the DAY BEFORE to film with certain teachers who are okay with the project. NEVER INTERRUPT TEACHING. Only interview students in our class.

III. Begin the filming. Choose what days you need B-roll and when you need interviews. 
A. Get “PRE-ROLL” (Record before they speak) 




and “POST-ROLL” (keep recording after they finish speaking)
B. Put subject in a good key (front) & fill (side) lighting area. Do not film them with their back against a window or a white background.
